Election Procedures for the Rocky Mountain Horse Association
Excerpts from the By-Laws of The Rocky Mountain Horse Association

2.5.A. Voting Members
Voting Members shall consist of Individual Members over the age of 18 years who are Members in
Good Standing and who have completed their Provisional Membership Period.
2.5.B. Nonvoting Members
Nonvoting Members shall consist of: Junior Members; Individual Members who have not completed their
Provisional Membership Period; any Member who is not a Member in Good Standing and Legal Entities.
No minor member of a family who achieves adult status (greater than age 18) will be assigned a vote in
RMHA matters as a portion of a family’s vote.
Excerpts from the Rules of the Rocky Mountain Horse Association
5. Provisional Period
The Member must complete a Provisional Period of six months before attaining the status of an Active
Member.
6. Membership Renewal
Any member who fails to renew their membership prior to March 31 of the immediately following calendar
year shall be subject to the Process of Attaining Membership.
7. Grace Period
Any person holding an active membership in the preceding calendar year shall retain all
Membership privileges, except as they may be specifically limited by other sections of these rules, during
the grace period for paying the current years dues. That grace period shall end March 31 of the current year.
Section 4
Nomination of Board and Petition Candidates
1. Nominating Committee
In November of each year the Board shall appoint a Nominating Committee of no fewer than seven Mem-
bers to seek the best available candidates for nomination for vacant positions for the Board. Members of the
Nominating Committee shall have been Members in good standing of the RMHA for at least two years. The
Committee shall prepare a list of at least one candidate for each office to be filled. The Nominating Com-
mittee shall present its list of proposed candidates at the January Board meeting for approval by the Board.
In February the candidates approved by the Board will be published on the official web site and in the offi-
cial publication of the RMHA.
2. Publication of nominations and Petitions
After publication of the list of nominated candidates a thirty (30) day period exists in which names may be
added to the ballot by a petition of the membership. Any such petition must contain the valid signatures of
ten percent (10%) of the members of the Association eligible to vote as of December 31st of the year prior
to the election.
